Course Objectives: In Junior American Literature students will read and discuss a variety of texts as well as produce a variety of writing assignments and projects in addition to daily activities. Through close reading, class discussion, writing, and in-class activities, students will learn to analyze and effectively discuss literary texts. They will also craft a variety of essays, fiction writing pieces, poetry, and non-fiction assignments. By doing this, they will hone their critical thinking skills throughout the course. By the end of the school year, the students in this class will have a better command of literature and have improved their reading and writing skills. 

Rules:

· Be RESPECTFUL

· Of yourself

· Of others

· Be Prepared

· Bring your binder, a pen and pencil, and your textbook to class each day unless otherwise specified. 

· Be Present

· In mind and body. Be attentive and to participate. Being physically present in the classroom is not enough. Participation includes actively listening and engaging in small groups and class discussions, class activities, and in-class assignments. 

· Be Responsible

· For yourself

· For your actions

· For your work

· For your technology: Phones are not to be out or on in the classroom unless instructed otherwise.  Class texts (e.g., books, poems, etc.) can be accessed on laptops or tablets if previously downloaded and approved; however, we do not have wifi, and service is generally poor if using data so do not depend on it to access class assignments and/or readings. 
Consequences:

· 1st Offense: Verbal warning/discussion

· 2nd Offense: Conference / possible detention

· 3rd Offense: Call to parent/guardian / detention

· 4th Offense: Office referral

· In the event of a more serious offense, I retain the right to choose the consequence based on the severity of the student’s behavior, regardless of whether or not the offense is a 1st, 2nd, etc.

Policies and Procedures:

· Beginning Class – Most classes will begin with a journal entry or some other type of warm-up activity. Students should be prepared to enter the classroom and look at the Have Out and the Do Now that will appear on the board each day and begin working accordingly. 

· Tardies – Students not in their seats when the bell rings will receive a tardy. Students going to their lockers to retrieve supplies will also receive a tardy. Three tardies will result in a referral. 

· Dismissal – I dismiss you, not the bell. 
· Late Work – Late work will not receive full credit. Assignments turned in one day late will be deducted 10 %. Assignments turned in two days late will be deducted 20%. Assignments turned in three days late will be deducted 30 %. No late assignments more than three days late will be accepted unless we have a previous agreement.

· Make-up Work – If an absence is excused, students will have one day for each missed day to make-up assignments and exams. If an assignment is due on the day a student is absent, it will be due the day he/she returns. If gone for more than one day, see me for missed work. It is the student’s responsibility to collect make-up work. In addition, Students are expected to collect and turn in make-up work throughout the year and I will not allow students to make-up work at the end of the quarter or semester for days missed weeks earlier.

· Extra Credit – Occasionally students will be given extra credit opportunities throughout the school year. Also, going above and beyond on an assignment may result in extra credit points.  
· Hall Passes – Students must have their agendas to leave class for any reason. 

· Class Discussions – Students will be expected to participate in class discussions in a respectful and engaged manner. They will receive participation grades throughout the school year based on their involvement and contribution to class discussions. 

· Assignments – Each assignment turned in should have the student’s name, date, and class period at the top of the paper. 

· Help – If you need help or have questions I am available during sixth period and after school. The Writing Center and after-school tutoring is also available Monday-Thursday. 

· Plagiarism / Cheating – I have a ZERO tolerance plagiarism and cheating policy. Any student found purposefully plagiarizing any part of an assignment or cheating on an assignment will receive an automatic zero and a referral. Copying and pasting information from a website or someone else’s paper with no citation is considered plagiarism.
